LOUIS ZUMMO, BLDG INSPECTOR – Mr. Zummo presented a year-end review of activity 

in the building department. Number of permits issued (331), permit fees collected in the amount 

of $171,128.25 and performed 565 inspections. 

 

SHLOMO POMERANZ, FIRE INSPECTOR – Mr. Pomeranz presented information regarding 

fire inspections from May through December 2019.  Number of annual fire inspections (266), Fire 

Dept requests (50), total inspections including new tenant, new construction, and miscellaneous 

(388). 

 

COREY MARTIN, CODE ENFORCER – Mr. Martin presented a year-end review regarding 

activity of the Code Enforcer in the Building Department. Complaints processed (275), violation 

searches performed (87), inspections performed (409).

Attorney representing 

the property located behind the Chase Bank, will be submitting his original comments to the Board 

and new revised comments regarding the Floating Zone.

DISCUSSION ON ECODE ANALYSIS 

Village Attorney suggested that the Village Clerk contact General Code Publishers regarding a
